Rules and Regulations for Human Weapon Tae Kwon Do

We, the instructors of Human Weapon Tae Kwon Do, respectfully ask that you abide by the rules and regulation listed below for the safety of yourselves and your children.

 Please check off each box, and sign the bottom of the page, to acknowledge your reading and understanding of the rules.  

⁪ Do not pull into the driveway for any reason. Use the cul de sac to turn around, and let your children off at the end of the driveway.

⁪ Yellow belts and above are required to have fighting gear with them for every class. Students must bring it back and forth with them to each class. It is not to remain in the dojang. Fighting gear includes a helmet, gloves and feet. Students with out proper fighting gear will not be allowed to participate in sparring. This jeopardizes the student’s ability for promotion. 

⁪ Proper uniforms are required for each student. It must be the Human Weapon uniform and contain the proper belt. Care should be taken to ensure proper fitting and cleanliness of the uniform. The uniform may not be left at the dojang. Any equipment or uniforms left at the dojang will be considered communal property, and thrown out. 

⁪ Attendance at each class is encouraged. Missing a class jeopardizes the student’s ability for promotion. There are no refunds for missed classes. 

⁪ Proper supervision will begin ten minutes prior to the start of class and conclude fifteen minutes after the end of the class. Parents should be as prompt as possible to ensure proper supervision of their children. 

⁪ Students that are disruptive or disrespectful will be asked to sit out the class. They are a danger to themselves and other students in the program. Frequent occurrences will result in possible suspension or expulsion from the program. No refunds will be given in such circumstances. 

⁪ Every student is expected to attend testing programs even if they are not testing, as if it is a regular class. Students should come prepared with their uniforms and fighting gear. This encourages loyalty and solidarity of the students. They also may be needed for demonstrations purposes. 

⁪Testing and promotions are not automatic. Proper technique, sufficient improvement, minimum attendance, and good behavior are all taken into consideration before testing and promotions.

Mind - We must train our minds to be sharp. We can use our intellect to write letters, organize protests, and argue for the common good. A true taekwondo practitioner must leave no stone unturned to accomplish these goals. Our compassion for our fellow must only be rivaled by our strength of character. We know that superior intellect can often defeat, or even better disarm an opponent. 

Body - We train our bodies to be well oiled machines to protect ourselves and our loved ones from harm. We are also prepared for the instant when other fellow human beings may need our assistance. We especially favor the frail, the very young and the very old. We know that the tougher we make ourselves the less likely we will be to have to use physical might. We keep our bodies fit and substance free so we can be counted on to be alert and able when we are needed.

Spirit - We train for indomitable spirit so we will not give up easily our fights for the good things in this world. We train to first act as human weapons of peace and love and only as a last resort and in defense only as weapons of destruction. 
We know that the ultimate strength is the control of strength as is symbolized by the ready position "A" found in ITF Taekwondo patterns.
